“This Republic had its beginning, and grew to its present strength, under the
protection of certain inalienable political rights - among them the right of free
speech, fres press, froe worship, trial by jury, freedom from unreasonable
searches and seizures. They were our rights to life and liberty.

"As our Nation has grown in size and stature, however - 2s our industrial
economy expanded ~ these political rights proved Inadequate to assure us
equality in the pursult of happiness.

“We have come to & clear realization of the fact that true individual freedom
cannot exist without economic sceurity and independence. ‘Necessitous men
are not freemen.’ People who are hungry and out of a job are the stuff out of
which dictatorships are made.

*In our day these economic truths have become accepted as self-evident. We
have accepted, so o speak a second Bill of Rights under which a new basis of
security and prosperity can be established for all -« regard!ess of station, race,
orcmed. .
mong these aro -

“The right to a useful and remuncrative job in the industries, or shops or
farms or mines of the Nation;

"“The right-to eam enough to. provide adequate food and clothing and recre-
ation;

"The right of every farmer to raise and sell his products at a return whlch will
give him and his family a decent living;

“The right of every busmessman, large and small, to trade in an atmosphcm
of freedom from unfair competition and domination by monopolies at hore of

abroad;

“The right of every family to & decent home; .

"The right to adequate medical care and the opportunity 0 achieve and enjoy
good health;

*The right to adequate protection from the economic fears, old age, sickness,
accident, and unernployment;

*The right to a good education.

"All of these rights spell security. Andaﬂu-ﬂuswnru won we must be pre-
pared to move forward, in the implementation of these rights, to new goals of
